Augsburg — The Romans founded Augsburg in
15 BC, making it the oldest town in Bavaria. The
city lies between the rivers Lech and Wertach and
is named after its founder, Emperor Augustus.
Two Patrician families - the Fuggers and the
Welsers - transformed Augsburg into a rich and
influential town through their banking and trading
activities. The center of this charming city is the
magnificent ensemble of the Renaissance Town
Hall and the Perlach Tower. Augsburg also is
home of St. Anne’s Church, the St. Ulrich
Churches - one catholic and one protestant - and
the romanesque gothic St. Mary Cathedral.
